The Operations Academy Senior Management Program continues to be a huge success!  
“This course presents an excellent opportunity to ‘lift your head’ out of the weeds of everyday activities of operation & management and provide a clearer perspective of the entire program. We are now soliciting nomination forms from Coalition members for the Coalition Scholarships available for the October 5-15, 2010 session of the program.    

To date, 122 participants from across the country have participated in five sessions of this intensive two week program consisting of classroom lectures, workshops, working field trips and presentations by nationally recognized guest speakers.  The completion of this program represents a significant accomplishment for each participant.  Thirty nine (39) of the participants were Coalition members who were able to participate because of scholarship funding provided by the Coalition.  An additional twelve Coalition members could be eligible to take part in the October 2010 session.  

All the students that graduated stated that the networking aspect of the program was one of the best features.  Robert Rella, Hudson Valley TMC Manager from New York State DOT stated: “The interactions with other academy attendees who are all involved with management and operations is an invaluable part of the entire experience.”  This is one of the key interests for the Coalition in this program:  The Operations Academy permits managers from Coalition agencies to connect with managers in other Coalition agencies to cross-pollinate ideas along the corridor in an intensive professional environment.    

Participants will be required to satisfy 20 hours of pre-study requirements, and be able to spend two uninterrupted weeks participating in the Academy’s activities (October 5-15, 2010).  The academy will provide a significant development opportunity to career professionals in transportation management and operations.

The Operations Academy Senior Management Program is intended for mid to high level managers whose current or future responsibilities include transportation management and operations.  

If you would like to be considered for one of the Coalition scholarships available for the October session, please complete and submit the Nomination Form found at www.operationsacademy.org by 6/04/10.  Scholarships will cover tuition and room/board; participants are responsible for travel costs.

Coalition scholarships will be awarded based on the following criteria:
1. The nomination is submitted by a Coalition member agency.

2. The nominee is an active participant on a Coalition Program Track Committee, Steering Committee or the Executive Board.
3. Nominees selected will be from a variety of Coalition members and states, and represent a variety of operations related responsibilities.
