Steve Meeks, who is the incident management first responder for KYTC -D3 Bowling Green, has asked me to check into the possibility of the Cabinet using sawdust on fuel spills to help expedite the cleanup. He mentioned the recent accident near E-town which involved the spillage of almost 7000 gallons of waste oil. His comment was that a truckload of sawdust is something that the District Offices could easily have on hand and this could be used for initial cleanup of fuel spills. This would hopefully expedite reopening of the roadway. 

Any comments as to whether this would work and is actually an option?
