We just finished a major hurricane functional exercise here in New York State. Part of New York State's Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan is an annex for the "Transportation Infrastructure Group" or "TIG". This entity is Co-chaired by the DOT and the MTA (Metropolitan Transportation Authority) and includes members from all NYS agencies (state owned resources). The TIG is primarily responsible for opening transportation infrastructure after an event using all available state owned resources. 

Debris removal from roadways has traditionally been the primary mission for the TIG. To date this has always been natural debris (trees, mudslides, rocks, etc.) but we know that hurricane related debris will contain hazards that we have not dealt with in the past such as petroleum products/other hazmat, construction and demolition debris, asphalt/concrete, sediments, and potentially biohazards. 

We are looking to improve our guidance/procedures for NYSDOT operational personnel for handling all types of debris. 

Does anyone have any documents on training requirements (use of respirators, hazmat, certification requirements, etc.) or internal operational procedures related to debris removal they could share with us here in New York? 

I know the southern states have much more experience in organizing for these events than we do here in the Northeast, but we need to catch up!
