Can anyone help me with this one? I am seeking information about primary surface transportation alternatives to the Cape May/Lewes Ferry, which crosses the Delaware Bay. 

I would define primary surface transportation alternatives to the CMLF as the following: 

* SR1 in DE, which connects to I-95, I-295, and the DMB 

* NJ Turnpike, Rte 40, I55, GSP, and ACE in NJ 

The statistics I need are as follows: 

For the primary surface (roads) transportation alternatives to the CMLF: 

1. No. of miles that they comprise, 

2. No. of vehicles that travel on them, 

3. Locations and occurrences of congestion (if some generalities can be stated, this would be fine), 

4. No. of annual vehicle accidents on them, 

5. No. of annual vehicle fatalities on them, 

6. Annual maintenance costs, 

7. Budgeted (over the next 1, 5, or 10 years) capital infrastructure costs. 

In the U.S. in general: 

1. Average fuel consumption per vehicle-mile, 

2. Average vehicle emissions per mile, 

3. If no data for 4 - 7, then general statistics in the U.S. for these factors.
