VDOT has been directed by its Legislature through a statute to outsource all interstate maintenance no later than July 1, 2009. We have contracted out the roadside work (mowing, ditching, pot hole patching, etc) along with response to incidents and snow/ice removal. These are performance based contracts. All but about four sections are under contract. We have over 1,100 centerline miles of Interstate. Some of these contracts have some major limited access arterials as well. Over 85 of the mileage has been contracted. We are looking at possibly making some changes to the emergency management aspects of the contract related to snow and ice removal over the next year. Major maintenance work for pavements and bridges are done under other contracts. Also, we have a variety operations contracts for our Safety Service patrols. The type of work they do is generally not debris removal but more related to managing incidents with support as needed from the Transportation Asset Management Contracts (TAMS) companies for roadway cleanup.
