Workshop Objective

The purpose of this workshop is to share best practices, 
lessons learned, and overcoming technical challenges to 
implement travel time messaging on DMS including 
system implementation. 
The workshop will provide practitioners with information to 
advance their Intelligent Transportation System (ITS)
deployment for providing travel times on DMS and coordinating
future deployment in the region.

This one day workshop includes three parts:

· A National Perspective on travel time messaging on DMS by USDOT representatives.
· A State Perspective from two representatives who have implemented travel time messaging systems.  These state representatives will share some of the hurdles encountered (i.e. operational and logistical issues, technical challenges, communicating to the motoring public and feedback) while implementing this technology.  

· A Regional Perspective that will involve discussions with participating Mid-Atlantic States on the current status (or being planned) of their travel time system implementation and lessons learned from the travel time experiences encountered by these partnering states.  The regional representatives will also discuss the hurdles that they have had to overcome (or the challenges they are currently experiencing) while implementing this technology. 
· Presentations will address individual travel time systems, methods of detection, travel time algorithms/calculations, data feed, and data integration requirements.

FROM NORTHEAST: Take the NJ Turnpike to Exit 7A, then take I-195 West. Follow signs for Route 29 North. On Route 29 North, go through three traffic lights. At the fourth light, turn right at the Sunoco gas station (Sullivan Way). Proceed under the railroad bridge, keep to the left and proceed to the next traffic light. Turn right at the light (Lower Ferry Road). At the next light, turn right (Parkway Avenue). Make a quick right into the Main Office Building Parking Lot. 

FROM NORTHWEST: Take either Route 206, Route 31 or Route 1 South to I-95 South. Take Exit 3A (Scotch Road). Proceed to the third traffic light and make a left (Parkway Avenue). The next traffic light will be Parkway Avenue and Lower Ferry Road. Proceed through the light and make a quick right into the parking lot.
FROM SOUTH: Take I-295 North to Exit 60, then take Route 29 North. Follow directions "From NORTHEAST" above. 

FROM PHILADELPHIA: Take I-95 North, go over the Scudder Falls Bridge. Take Exit 2 (Harbourton/West Trenton). At end of ramp, make a right (Bear Tavern Road). At first traffic light, make a left (West Upper Ferry Road, will become Parkway Avenue). The third traffic light will be Parkway Avenue and Lower Ferry Road. Proceed through the light and make a quick right into the parking lot.
