I don't know that "type" of lighting makes a difference. Whiter light is going to be better than yellow light as far as video image, simply because it is brighter. I think mounting location is more important. You want the camera below the light, and such that the light is not coming into the housing/dome. If the camera were mounted above the light, and the light had no exposed edges, that would be fine too. You just can't have the direct light coming into the housing. 

LED street lighting is a hot topic right now since it is so much more energy efficient. 

All the camera cares about is scene illumination and faceplate illumination, so the lux (footcandles) is what it all boils down to. The day/night cameras do allow you to "see" better in lower light conditions.
