Jason, In Pennsylvania, contractors are required to maintain their temporary traffic control devices throughout the life of the project. If devices are damaged, our standards require replacement. Also, a police report may be taken. If the violator is found, they are made to make restitution. Some contractors have insurance to cover losses and the police report is used to file for that. PENNDOT also has this for guiderail and other state owned property. We require the contractor to install and maintain all TCD in the work zone. Here's the language: 

"Furnish, install, maintain, relocate, and remove traffic control devices in accordance with the plans and Specifications. All traffic control devices furnished by the Contractor will remain the property of the Contractor, unless otherwise specified in the contract." 

Also.... 

"Install traffic control devices before construction operations begin and during the proper phase of construction. Maintain and relocate traffic control devices during the time they are in use." 

Also.... 

"Submit a proposed traffic control device maintenance schedule and checklist for approval prior to construction. Perform continuous maintenance and scheduled inspections of traffic control devices. Review and maintain all traffic handling measures to ensure that adequate provisions are in place for the safety of the public and workers. Maintenance activities include cleaning of dirty devices or repair or replacement of traffic control devices that are damaged (torn, crushed, discolored), displaced by traffic or other means, or deteriorated beyond effectiveness. If there are traffic control devices in use, perform inspection on a daily basis." 

Also... 

"Failure to maintain traffic control measures and traffic control devices in accordance with this Specification may result in formal notification of noncompliance. Implement remedial action immediately for imminent danger situations as directed. Implement remedial action within 48 hours after notification of a safety issue that is not an imminent danger situation. (See Articles 107-22 and 108-7). Failure to comply may result in having the work performed with available forces and equipment. The Contractor is held responsible for this work, and the actual cost of performing said work will be deducted from the moneys due the Contractor on the contract. In cases of willful disregard for the safety of the public, the Engineer may proceed immediately to implement the measures necessary to provide the appropriate level of traffic control to ensure that the safety of all concerned parties is maintained."

Jason, I checked with our construction unit and like Pennsylvania, the contractor is responsible for all temporary traffic control device. below is our contract language. 

107.11.2 

2. Risks of Loss or Damage to the Construction. Until Acceptance, the Contractor bears the risk of all loss or damage to materials and to construction performed under the Contract. Promptly repair or replace such damage or loss. The Department will not make payment or modify Contract Time for repairing or replacing loss or damage. 

The Contractor shall not bear such risk of loss or damage for the repair or replacement of any permanent element of work if the element of the work damaged is completed and is serving its intended function, is subsequently damaged by a public traffic accident, and the Contractor provides the RE satisfactory evidence that such damage was caused by a public traffic accident. Satisfactory evidence is limited to: 1. Accident reports filed with the New Jersey Motor Vehicle Commission. 2. Documents supporting the damage issued by police agencies or insurance companies. 3. Statements by reliable, unbiased eye witnesses. 4. Identification of the vehicle involved in the accident. The Contractor shall not bear the risk of loss or damage that arises from acts of war, floods, tidal waves, earthquakes, cyclones, tornadoes, hurricanes, or other cataclysmic natural phenomenon, unless such loss or damage is covered by the Contractor’s insurance.

F. MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES Traffic control devices shall be in acceptable condition when first erected on the project and shall be maintained in accordance with Subsection 104.05 throughout the construction period. All unacceptable traffic control devices shall be replaced within 24 hours. When not in use, all traffic control devices shall be removed, placed or covered so as not to be visible to traffic. All construction warning signs shall be removed within seven calendar days after time charges are stopped or pay items are complete. If traffic control devices are left in place for more than ten days after completion of the Work, the Department shall have the right to remove such devices, claim possession thereof, and deduct the cost of such removal from any monies due, or which may become due, the Contractor. 

The full Traffic Control Special Provision is also attached. 

104.05 Maintenance During Construction A. Contractor Maintenance The Contractor shall maintain the project from the beginning of construction operations until maintenance acceptance or final acceptance of the project, except as otherwise provided in Subsection 104.05.B. This maintenance shall constitute continuous and effective work prosecuted day by day with adequate equipment and forces to the end that the roadway or structures are kept in satisfactory condition at all times. This includes signing, pavement markings, and traffic control devices as outlined in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, Section 150, Project Plans and Special Provisions for Traffic Control. All existing guard rail, signs, pavement, pavement markings, bridge handrail, and other safety appurtenances shall also be maintained in a safe and satisfactory condition. The Contractor shall not allow vegetative growth at any time to obstruct signs, delineation, traffic movements, or sight distance. The Contractor shall, at intervals not to exceed 6 months, clean up and remove litter and debris; remove all weeds from around guard rail, barrier, poles, standards, utility facilities, and other structures; and cut or trim trees, bushes, or tall grass. These requirements shall apply to all areas within the project termini and lateral limits. For projects or segments of projects with staging which requires that traffic be maintained through the project limits during the prosecution of the Work, the Contractor shall assume all responsibility for damage to the work until either maintenance acceptance or final acceptance of the section or project. On projects constructed with traffic relocated to an alternate roadway or projects constructed on new location, the Contractor shall be responsible for all damage to the work until the Department directs that the project be opened to traffic. At that time the Contractor will no longer be responsible for traffic related damage to the work other than that attributable to the Contractor's actions or inadequate construction. The Department may direct, however, that traffic-related damage be repaired at existing unit prices or as extra work as provided for in Subsection 104.04. All costs for maintenance of traffic shall be as provided in Section 150. All other maintenance costs during construction and before the project is accepted will be included in the Contract Unit Prices and the Contractor will not be paid an additional amount.
